SP-555 Wave Converter is an application that allows bi-directional conversion between the samples in a memory card 
formatted for the SP-555 and WAV/AIFF format files.

Only the audio data is converted; sample parameters such as start/end points and playback mode are not converted.

Before you use this software, prepare your card reader for use with your computer.

For details on connecting your card reader to your computer, refer to the owner’s manual of your card reader or 
the owner’s manual of your computer.

This software can only use memory cards that were formatted by the SP-555 itself. If the memory card is being used by 
Windows or Mac, you’ll need to format it on the SP-555 itself.

Windows:
From the Start menu, choose “SP-555 Wave Converter.”
Mac:
Double-click the “SP-555 Wave Converter” icon.

If the selected drive contains a memory card that is in SP-555 format, the contents of its sample bank C 
will appear on the pads in the screen.

Click [Save] to save the file.
 If you decide not to convert the sample, click [Cancel].

The time required for converting and saving the file will depend on the size of the original sample.

You can delete a sample that is registered to a pad.

The sample registered to a pad will be deleted, and the pad will turn white.
